Invasion of the Zebra Mussels  
Twenty-seven students and five adults 
came together in July for the annual 
Rural Art Center Summer Reading and 
Book Camp at Lorane Elementary in 
July, resulting in an illustrated picture 
book about an invasive species that is 
threatening rivers throughout the western 
USðzebra mussels.  Students learned 
about zebra mussels and what they can 
do to our river and lake ecosystems and 
translated the message into a short 
book.  Printmaker Jani Hoberg 
orchestrated the studentsô production of 
illustrations, with watery mono-print 
backgrounds and block-printed 
foregrounds to accompany the jointly 
written text.  A ñscience behind the storyò 
appendix explains the facts behind the 
fictional story, with scientific illustrations 
by teens Zoe Livelybrooks and Kristine 
Derby. 
Besides the hard work of writing a book, 
K-6 students felted woolen ñmusselsò to 
attach to hats that they helped design.  
They also had some important visitors:  
On the first day of camp, author/
illustrator Mary Nyquist Koons read her 
recently published Morfarôs Bluebirds 
and her quilt/illustrations.  On the last 
day, Crickett the mini-horse paid a visit. 
Thanks to the Lane Library League who 
has sponsored the summer reading 
camp for the past four years and to the 
Lane County Cultural Coalition who 
contributed toward the cost of publishing 
the books.  There will be a reading/ 
signing of The Invasion of the Zebra 
Mussels at the October 10 Movie Night.
